The Sixth Trump Amplified

oo Behold, when ye shall rend that veil of unbelief which doth
cause you o remain in your awfil state of wickedness, and
hardness of heart, and blindness af mind, then shall the great
and marvelous things which have been hid up from the
Joundation af the world from you--vea, when ye shall call
wpon the Father in my name, with a broken heart and a
contrite spirit, then shall ye know that the Father hath
remembered the covenant which he made unio your fathers, 0
house af Israel.

And then shall my revelations'* which [ have caused to be
written by my servani John be unfolded in the eves of all the
people. Remember, when ye see these things, ve shall know
thai the time is at hand that they shall be made manifest in
very deed.

Therefore, repent all ve ends of the earth, and come unto
me, and believe in my gospel, and be bapiized in my name; for
he that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he thar
believeth not shall be damned; and signs shall follow them
that believe in my name.

As the reader may have noticed, the previous chapter discussed John's
391-year timeline at arm’s length, and focused more on the scriptural and
historical context of Revelation 9 to clearly identify John's intended
context. Now that we recognize the explosive conquests of Muslim
Turks as the fulfillment of John's fire-breathing hordes, we can take a
closer look at the timing this identification implies. Here, we’ll include
John's full 391 years and 15 days in our reckoning to see precisely what
he was showing us. May this trumpet give a clear sound.

The evening prior to the conquest of Constantinople, the Turkish
Sultan promised his troops that their reward for victory would be free
license to plunder the city’s wealth for three days. With this final
encouragement, on the morning of May 29", 1453, the Turkish troops
poured through the breaches in the city’s mighty walls that had been rent
asunder by earthshaking cannons.

In the confusing melee, many Christians inside the city attempted to
hide their treasures and religious icons. And throughout the promised
three days of plunder, the city was trampled under foot, and the

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Christians of Constantinople were tortured, raped, and enslaved. At the
church of Holy Wisdom (Haga Sophia), worshippers were killed in the
pews, and the officiating priests were slain at the high altar. Blood ran
through the streets.

At the end of that terror, a new Muslim government had been
enthroned at Constantinople, and the Cathedral of Holy Wisdom was
converted into a mosque. And then there was silence.

Our starting point for John's timeline is therefore either May 29",
when the walls were breached, or the third day, May 31¥, when the time
appointed for the spoils of that war came to an end. 1 personally lean
towards the later date, since a city being trampled under foot'** is part of
the sixth trumpet prophecy in Revelation 11. However, the reader is
encouraged to reach their own conclusion, and either date is certainly
precise enough to reveal John's meaning.

Examining the Veil

In the previous chapter, we discovered the pivotal 1453 period John
was referring to, and applied the day/year principle from Moses, Ezekiel,
Daniel, and Joseph Smith to the altar timeline in Revelation. This
brought us to 1844. Better precision is enlightening. By adding the 391
years and 15 days to May 29™ or 317 of 1453, we arrive at June 13" or
15" of 1844,

To understand this timeline more precisely, we simply need to
remember who the Book of Revelation was written for:

What thou seest, write in a book, and send it unto the seven
churches which are in Asla; unto Ephesus, and unto Smyrna,
and unto Pergamos, and unto Thyatira, and unte Sardis, and
unto Philadelphia, and unto Laodicea.’™

John was clearly not writing to us, he was writing to his audience in
Asia Minor.

The reason this reminder is critical is because in 1844, at the end of
John’s prophetic timeline, there existed more than one calendar in the
Christian world. In 1844, the Gregorian Calendar was in use throughout
much of Europe and the Americas. However the Julian Calendar was still
