What is the Book of Revelation?

Now it came to pass in the davs of Ahasuerus... the king
made a feast unto all the people thal were present in Shushan
the palace, botk unto great and small, seven days, In the court
af the garden af the king's palace;

On the seventh day, when the heart af the king was merry
with wine, he commanded ... the seven chamberlains thet
served in the presence af Ahasuerus the k;'ng,m

To bring Vashii the queen before the king with the crown
roval, to shew the people and the princes her beauty: for she
was fiir to look on,

But the queen Vashil refused to come af the king's
commandment by his chamberlains: therefore was the king
very wroth, and his anger burned in him.

Then the king said to the wise men, which knew the fimes,
(for so was the king's manner toward all that knew law and
Judgment:

oo What shall we do unto the gueen Vashil according io
law, because she hath not performed the commandment of the
king Ahasuerus by the chamberlains?

And Memucan answered before the king and the princes,

. 1 please the king, let there go a roval commandment
Jram him, and let it be written among the laws of the Persians
and the Medes, that it be not altered, That Vashii come no
maore before king Ahaswerus; and lel the king give her roval
extate unto another that is better than she.®™

And when the king's decree which he shall make shall be
published throughout all his empirve, (for it is great,) all the
wives shall give fo their hushands honour, both to great and
small,

And the saying pleased the king and the princes; and the
king did according to the word of Memucan:

For he sent letters into all the king's provinces, into every
province according to the writing thereaf, and 1o every people

**7 Those who abuse and slay Christ and his servants — the King of
Heaven will be removed, and God will *let out his vineyard® unto others
that will faithfully fulfill their obligations to Him. As before, he will take
his kingdom from the rebellious and grant it to another. Matthew
21:41,43 (33-43). And the transfer of the kingdom foretold for the latter
days, is the last time this will occur. See Daniel 2:44; 7:18,27,
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affer their fanguage, that every man should bear rule in his
own house, and that it should be published according to the
language of every people. ™

There is a shocking level of disagreement throughout Christendom
about God's message and purpose with the Book of Revelation. This
discord is even more troublesome since Revelation clearly refers to the
latter days, and is clearly something Christ wants us to understand.
Christ gave apostles and prophets such as John to help us reach a unified
faith,”™ not a Babel of conflicting ideas. Even the interpretations of the
Protestant fathers, which came close to the truth, were discarded long
ago. With such vast disagreement on a crucial end-time topic, there is
obviously something amiss within mainstream Christendom.

Therefore, it is a sad state of affairs that one brief passage, taken out
of context, is the only interpretation of John's record that Christian
pastors offer, in unison, to the world. And the passage in question is
Revelation 22:18-19, where Christ says:

For [ testify unio every man that heareth the words of the
prophecy of this book, If any man shall add unto these things,
(God shall add unto him the plagues that are written in this
book:

And iff any man shall take away from the words of the book
af this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book
af life, and out af the holy city, and from the things which are
written in this book.

The irony of the commaon interpretation surrounding this passage is
that its meaning is twisted and contorted by pastors and laymen alike into
a futile’'” weapon against the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints
— the very church which the timelines in the Book of Revelation and the
Spirit of God bear witness of. Many twist this passage repeatedly, to
keep their congrepations from attending the latter-day feast of scripture
offered by the King of Heaven. In other words, the churches are relaying
the exact opposite of what the Spirit is saying to them. The bride is
failing to answer God’s call. Compare the verse that immediately
precedes the verses in question:
