God’s Hour of Judgment

And [ saw another angel flv in the midst of heaven, having
the everlasting gospel to preach unfo them that dwell on the
earth, and io every nation, and kindred, and tongue, and
peaple,

Saying with a loud veice, Fear God, and give glory (o him;
for the hour of his judement is come...
Revelation [4:6-7

As we explore the Book of Revelation, we quickly see that a pivotal
end-time judgment was foretold. And, as the above passage implies, and
as subsequent chapters will demonstrate, the timing, or *hour’, of this
judgment is also central to God’s message. But before exploring the
timelines, we should be clear on the basis of this end-time judgment.

A passage early in the Book of Revelation sets the stage for a proper
understanding:

And when he had opened the fifth seal, | saw under the
altar the souls af them that were slain for the word of God,
and for the testimony which they held:

And they cried with ¢ loud voice, saving, How long, O
Lord,_holy and irue, dost thou not judee and gvenge our blood
on them that dwell on the earth?

And white robes were given unto every one of them,; and it
was said unio them, thal they should rest vel for a liitle
season, until their fellowservanis also and their brethren, that
should be killed as they were, should be fulfilled.™

God’s slain servants are clearly anxious for God to vindicate his word
and his power. If we fast-forward to chapters towards the end of the
Book of Revelation, we then find that the ‘judgment’ which God’s
martyrs cried out for is eventually fulfilled:

And I heard the angel of the waters say, Thou art
righteaus, O Lord, which art, and wast, and shall be, because
thou hast fudged thus,

For they have shed the blood of sainis and prophets, and
thou hast given them blood to drink; for they are worthy. ™

™ Revelation 6:9-11
™ Revelation 16:5-6
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And I sow the woman drunken with the blood of the sainis,
and with the blood of the martves of Jesus: and when [ saw
her, { wondered with great admiration.™

And in her was found the blood of Qrgghem, and of saints

artd af all that were slain upon the earth.

Foar true and righteous are his fudgments; for he hath
Judged the great whore, which did corrupt the eaveh with her
Jornication, and hath avenged the blood of his servants at her

hand. ™

These passages make two things about the Book of Revelation crystal
clear. First, God’s end-time judgments are directly related to the
slaughter of His servants. And second, somewhere between Chapter 6
and Chapter 16 of Revelation, something happens which triggers the
judgment which God’s martyrs cried out for.

A closer review of these passages demonstrates their intentional
connections:
