We've covered a lot of ground in short order, so let’s pause for a
moment to recap our findings.

In Book 1, we first explored Daniel’s 70-week messianic prophecy.
Through that exploration, we discovered the pinpoint accuracy of God's
word through the day/year principle. We also discovered one reason
many faithful Jews were awaiting the Messiah at the appointed time.

Then, through Daniel’s second timeline, we discovered why, during
the early 1800°s, many faithful Christians were looking for the
fulfillment of prophecy.

And in the first few chapters of this book, we explored a 1260-*day”
prophecy in Revelation that corroborates Daniel’s latter-day timeline.
Upon close examination, we saw that this timeline also ends in 1844,
confirming Daniel’s 2300-*day’ timeline. Clearly, Daniel and the Book
of Revelation are designed to be studied in tandem.

With that conclusion, we are beginning to appreciate what Bible
scholars have been claiming for centuries — that there is a remarkable
prophetic unity within the Book of Daniel, within the Book of
Revelation, and between those two divine records. For they testify of the
same things.

For generations, the Prophets and Apostles of the Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter-day Saints have declared this church to be the fulfillment
of two end-time prophecies - the kingdom of God foretold in Daniel 2,
and the angelic dispensation of the “everlasting gospel™ foretold in
Revelation 14:6-7. In addition, the prophet Joseph Smith has been
portrayed in company with the martyrs under God’s altar (Rev 6:9-11)
ever since his martyrdom.'™ While critics of the Church scoff at these

A similar comparison with Daniel 7 would also be valuable, but is not
needed at this time. For the purpose of this comparison is simply to
demonstrate that Daniel 2 and Daniel 8 convey the same latter-day
message. Further comparisons would demonstrate that this same
message is echoed and amplified through chapters 7, 11 and 12.

The Altar

The end-time prophecy of Daniel 2 alludes to the establishment of
God's altar. This altar theme resurfaces in the 1844 sanctuary prophecy
of Daniel 8. Likewise, the martyrdom prophecy in Revelation 6:9-11 and
the martyrdom timeline in Revelation 11 also focus on the altar. So there
is clear unity within Daniel, and between the Book of Revelation. With
all the temple imagery in Daniel and Revelation, it is as if John and

12 Unlike Babylon, Medio-Persia, and Greece, Rome is the only empire
not specifically named by Daniel. However, it is the only kingdom to
immediately follow and arise out of the Greek empire (Daniel 8:8-9) that
exceeded the greatness of the Greek empire. (According to Daniel,
Medio-Persia “became great”, [Daniel 8:4], Greece became “very great”,
[Daniel 8:8], and the kingdom that followed and grew out of the Greek
empire would become “exceeding great”, [Daniel 8:9]. It was likely not
mentioned by name because although Media, Persia, and Greece were
regions known by name at the time of Daniel’s visions, Rome was still a
backwater town that no contemperary would even have heard of. Since
God speaks to men’s understanding, in the 500°s BC, it made sense to
simply speak of Rome as the empire that would arise out of and succeed
the Greek empire.
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Daniel truly witnessed a unique session in the temple in heaven — and
were allowed to convey those images to us,

So Daniel 2, 7, 8, 11, and 12, along with Revelation 6, 11, 12, 13, and
14 all relate to the establishment of God’s altar and the
ministry/martyrdom of God's end-time prophets. Many of these
passages simply state that they are speaking of latter-day events, ™~ while
the others confirm that meaning through time prophecies that end in
1844,
